How To Sign Up For Camp!

If You Are Coming With A Troop...
Check with your son’s Scoutmaster to see what week you are coming to camp! If you can’t
come that week, or you want to come an additional week, see the provisional scout information
below! Your son’s scoutmaster has all of the information for camp and will help your son with
decisions about merit badges, activities, and everything else there is to do at Camp. Your Scout-
master will also be able to give you details regarding payments (typically made to your troop),
medical forms (remember you need the new BSA Medical Form which requires you to have
a valid physical WITHIN 12 MONTHS of camp!), travel information and will also be able to
answer any questions you have about the summer camp experience!

If You Are Coming As A Provisional Scout...

1. Fill out the Provisional Scout Reservation Form (A copy is located at the end of this guide)

2. Send in the Reservation Form along with a $10.00 Deposit to:

3. If you pay in full before June 1 you are eligible for the Early Bird Discount ($20)!

4. Otherwise, you must pay your bill in full 2 weeks prior to camp!

5. Once we receive your paperwork, we will send you all of the program information - including
how to register for MBs online at http://www.pinetreebsa.org/scss

6. Be sure to come to camp with your medical form! Remember, there is a new BSA Medical
Form which requires you to have a valid physical WITHIN 12 MONTHS of camp!
